Brook Lane update – decision deferred pending further reports on traffic management assessment and independent consultant on SUDS (drainage). PC have raised concerns regarding access over Ash Lane and Sewage/Waste water management via pumping station.  Developer has given notice of intention of appeal on grounds of non-determination within statutory timescales but formal notification has not yet been received. Once an appeal is lodged it is out of the Borough jurisdiction but all submissions already made will be taken to the appeal.   The PC has stated that it wishes to be informed of future committee dates /appeal process

22/00119/FUL: The construction of a commercial development comprising a warehouse with ancillary office and staff facilities. Land At Ashville Business Park, Churchdown – Council did not wish to make any comments 
22/00042/FUL - Fortuna Ash Lane – comments have been submitted under delegated authority, amendments have now been notified and decision has been taken by TBC
