Membership: update on potential to invite some members of the public to sit on the working group 
Public consultation has been undertaken by letter drop, email questionnaire and cascade, notice board information and website survey  
University of Gloucestershire has started consultation/research project and will submit a report for Council

Drop-in session will not go ahead on 3rd December but residents have been invited to attend a 30-minute interview for feedback

Council was asked to approve decisions on small projects. 
Proposal made for PROW for stiles and bridges that are not passable now.  PROW officer can organize kissing gates (supply/installation and permission from land owners) for approx. £300 per gate.  Kissing gates are more accessible than stiles.   Council was asked if they would agree to use up to £3k of the CIL money which would benefit all the community

Member of the public asked if the landowner was responsible.  It was noted that the PC has the power to spend money on PROW.  It was also noted that the metal design is more robust in terms of maintenance.   It was agreed in principal and Cllr Watt will arrange with PROW officer.  

Footway around Glebe field on the road side, highways own and installed it.  Clearing of weeds, grass & mould is causing an uneven surface. Clerk to contact CC Awford and Highways manager and to ask recommendation on way forward.   

Council noted that it has been suggested by resident that CIL be used.  Resident also suggested a VAS be purchased – cfwd within the CIL project

Glebe Field activities update- Cllr Minter raised the matter of a night hawker in the Glebe Field. It was suggested that a formal metal detection of the field is undertaken to then inform the night hawker that there would be nothing left.  This would be at no cost for the Parish Council- It was agreed that the Council would give permission (working with the PCC)

Cllr Dave Evans and Cllr Julie Branton -flood response group: online discussions triggered by the application for 32 houses and planning of the drainage for the field.  Concerns have been raised if the A38 culvert is fit for purpose.  Local residents have challenged the facts and figures produced and approved by the LFA.  A full survey has not been carried out on the culvert, outlet and water flow to Hatherley Brook. It was suggested if CIL expenditure could be used for further expertise.  The Clerk advised that TBC officer advice would be needed for this type of expenditure.
