Down Hatherley Parish Council

Draft Minutes 

of Meeting held on

Wednesday 15th September 2021 

At 7pm at the Village Hall

1. Welcome from the Chair of Council

2. Record of attendance of Parish Councillors Dave Evans, June Watt, Martin Cole, County Councillor Awford and 3 members of the public. Council recorded apologies from Parish Councillor Rick Minter & Borough Councillor Williams
3. Co-option of Parish Councillor agreed - Julie Branton who then joined the Council Acceptance of Office form and declaration of interest forms 
4. County Councillor Awford report – Highway Team meeting has taken place recently.  Noting some patching has taken place in Down Hatherley Lane, 20mile hour zones have been discussed at Scrutiny Committee and also Flood Management meeting has taken place.  Funding opportunities via “Build Back Better” communities was flagged up via the Glos County website. Strategic planning update was given as Borough Councillor Williams was unavailable.  Concern of residents and impact on JCS review / environment agency flood review was highlighted by the Parish Council.  
Councillor Awford will speak to James Blockley (officer at GCC).  Parish Councillor Branton has emailed Borough Councillors as follow up from petition/ resident meetings as it is felt that there is a need for all the proposed/possible housing to be taken into account when considering flooding/drainage issues within planning applications. 
5. There were no Declaration of Interests on matters on the agenda

6. Public session up to 15 minutes at the discretion of the Chair of the meeting- no matters were raised. At the end of the meeting, Member of the public asked about the sewage pumping capabilities. It was reported that STWA representative had said that Ash Lane pumping station handles several other local settlements such as Twigworth, Sandhurst etc. 
7. Council approved of the minutes from the previous meeting 

8. Matters arising from the minutes other than those with a separate agenda item for information purposes only were discussed- Clerk has followed up flooding/manhole cover, Clerk to chase with James Blockley et all,
Cllr Evans has followed up with Developers regarding signs

Heavy goods vehicles from Innsworth Development (Taylor Wimpey) using Down Hatherley Lane Clerk to complain
9. Council adopted the standard NALC standing orders as attached and agreed to adopt following amendments for size of Council and inserting specific points such as length of meetings (2hrs) public session (15 minutes or longer at the discretion of the Chair)- Clerk to put on website
10. Council considered responses to outstanding planning applications 
a) 21/00976/OUT Land Off Brook Lane Residential Development (up to 160 dwellings), Council have highlighted that the address is incorrect as it is identified as Twigworth.  Council is waiting for a response before submitting its response but concerns were raised regarding.  
i. entry/exit vehicle access from Twigworth development site on  south side of Brook Lane.
Meaning that an access road would be crossing an adopted road and that this may become a rat run – Brook Lane and Ash Lane are private roads. This may have implications for cycle lane/pedestrian access points. 

ii. Opposed to it being part of JCS on flooding grounds.

iii. Sewage /flood concerns

b) 21/00821/APP - Land at Innsworth Lane - Erection of 144 dwellings – Phase 6
Technical aspects – no comment 
c) 21/01028/FUL & PIP 20/00710/PIP - Land At Greenacre And Mount View – Parish Council has been disenfranchised by not being asked to comment on this application.  An apology has been received from Paul Skelton at TBC and the PC can comment on 21/01028/FUL -waiting for comments to be finalised
i.  Over-development of area

ii.  Poor access as it is the narrowest part of Ash Lane

iii. PIP application is not on the portal as it now only showing FUL application

iv. Since PIP application has been approved, the area has been subject to recent flooding incident
